Hello! 

We are fast approaching the end of the school year, and I have a few re-

minders for you.  Please remember to pick up any medication that your 

child has in the clinic.  Any medication not picked up will be destroyed.  

Inhalers may be sent home with the student.  If you need a medication 

permission form or health care plan for your child for the next school 

year, you can get them now.  See your childôs physician over the sum-

mer to take care of any forms that need to be completed and signed so 

that everything can be in place for your child on the first day of school. 

All students in 6th, 7th, and 8th grade must have the Tdap vaccine or 

provide an exemption form before July 30, 2010.  Most 7th and 8th 

grade students have already completed this requirement.  Parents will 

need to obtain a temporary medical exemption release form from physi-

cian if your child cannot receive vaccine before the first day of school 

due to his/her birthday.   The Health Department offers the Tdap vac-

cine for both 10 yr old children (Boostrix) and 11 yr old children 

(Adacel) free.  Class schedules will not be mailed out if your child 

has not complied with this health requirement.

School Nutrition Program Update 
 

Towards the end of each school year the School Nutrition Program establishes a cut off date 

for meal charges in the school cafeteria.  This assists the School Nutrition Program with col-

lecting any outstanding charges that have not been paid.  This year the last day that students 

will be allowed to charge school meals is Friday, May 14, 2010. 

 

Beginning on Monday, May 17, 2010, students must either have money with them when they 

come through the serving line or have sufficient funds on their student meal account to cover 

what is purchased.  If a student comes to the cafeteria to eat breakfast or lunch and does not 

have the funds to cover the purchase, cafeteria staff will give the student an alternate meal of 

toast & milk for breakfast and a sandwich and milk for lunch until funds are received. 

 

Parents are always welcome to call the cafeteria manager at their childôs school to check 

their childôs account balance.  They may also call the School Nutrition Office at 586-1045 

ext. 224.  Any questions concerning the cut off date for cafeteria charges may be directed to 

Karen Arthur, School Nutrition Supervisor at 586-1045 ext.

Strategy Committee Update 
 

Discussion is a powerful strategy for students to engage in when working to clarify their own 

understanding of a topic.  In the classroom, discussion happens before the students interact with 

the material to bring to light their own knowledge of the subject, while the student interacts 

with the information, and after the interaction has occurred to clarify the studentôs understand-

ing.  This strategy of purposeful discussion can occur with equal success at home. 

 

To begin, skim the reading or material that your student is about to work with and ask them to 

relate it to something they already know.  Talk with the student about how the two topics relate 

and how the student sees the connection.  Give your student plenty of time to work with the ma-

terial, whether that is reading or independent practice.  Once your student has finished, ask 

them about what they have learned and what still does not make sense; help the student by clari-

fying any misunderstandings they still have. 

 

Discussion opens the door for understanding by allowing another person in to help.

Important Message to Parents 

Prescription Drug Abuse among Teenagers on the Rise 
 

 

You probably have talked to your teenager about illegal drugs and alcohol. Do 

you know that the greatest risk today doesnôt come from the illegal drugs that 

you warned them about, but from the pills inside your medicine cabinet, car or 

purse? 

 

 Teens tend to be drawn to prescription drugs for various reasons: 

¶ Prescription medications are easily accessible. 

¶ Prescription medications are easy to conceal. 

¶ Prescription medications are often undetected by drug sniffing dogs. 

¶ 40% of teens believe that prescription drugs are safer than illegal street 

drugs. 

¶ Prescription medications are often easy to obtain from family and friends, 

simply by asking, stealing, or purchasing. The most commonly abused pre-

scription medications include painkillers, anti-anxiety pills, muscle relaxers, 

sleeping pills, and stimulants. 

¶ Teens believe that possessing and sharing pills is not illegal. 

Teens use them to lose weight, get high, or disconnect. 

 

 

Things that you should share with your teen about prescription medica-

tions: 

¶ Medications taken without a prescription or a doctorôs supervision can be 

just as dangerous as taking illicit drugs or alcohol. 

¶ Abusing painkillers is like abusing illegal substances because some of the 

ingredients are similar. 

¶ Prescription medications are powerful substances that can cause permanent 

damage or death. 

¶ Many pills look the same and even look like over-the-counter medications. 

Teens may not know what they are taking. Taking medications not prescribed 

for you can be extremely dangerous because of the way people react to them. 

¶ Mixing drugs with other drugs, including alcohol, can be extremely danger-

ous. 

Taking or giving prescription medication that does not belong to you is against 

the law. 

 

 

 



 

 

Warning signs and symptoms of prescription drug misuse: Be Alert For: 

¶ Trouble at school, at home, with friends or the law 

¶ Sneaky, secretive behavior, mood changes, weight loss 

¶ Confusion, impaired judgment, slurred speech, lack of coordination 

¶ Change in normal hobbies or interests 

Medical signs can range from breathing difficulty to heart concerns 

 

Because teens are misusing and abusing so many different types of prescription 

medications, it can be difficult to know what signs to watch for. Each drug has 

different side effects and reacts differently in people. Mixing drugs with other 

substances such as alcohol is very dangerous and can lead to permanent organ 

damage and even death. If you suspect your teen of misusing prescription medi-

cations, please contact your family doctor. 

 

Things that parents can do to help keep their teens safe: 

¶ Keep all medications in a safe location. Donôt put pills in the medicine cabi-

net. Lock pills in a cabinet or lock box. 

¶ Know how many pills you have and count them frequently. 

¶ Dispose of properly any unused or expired medications 

¶ Become aware of the symptoms or signs of misuse. 

¶ Know your childôs friends, where they go, how long they are gone, and if 

there is parent supervision. 

¶ Discuss openly your concerns and expectations. Set up a written or verbal 

contract on a variety of safety issues. 

¶ Always be a parent first and a friend later. 

¶ If you suspect that your teen is misusing prescription medications, get medi-

cal help immediately. 

Educate yourself about the signs, symptoms, types of medications misused, and 

where to seek help for your child. 

 

Seeing signs or symptoms in your teen doesnôt necessarily mean that he or she 

has a drug problem. These could be signs of a variety of other issues. However, 

in the light of the much publicized prescription related incidents including 

deaths, parents should not take the signs lightly.   An important point to remem-

ber is if your child is the one giving or selling the medication to another child 

and that child dies, your child could be charged with involuntary manslaughter. 

 

Possible consequences for the misuse of prescription medications at school: 

Students who are in possession of prescription medication not prescribed for 

them, or who distribute or sell prescription medications face serious disciplinary 

actions such as long term suspension or expulsion and possible charges. Please 

refer to the Code of Student Conduct, Section 2. If you have any questions re-

garding prescription medications at school, please contact the principal or school 

nurse.

Womenôs History Month 
 

March is Womenôs History Month, and the social studies teachers at Forest Middle School have been 

highlighting influential women in their lessons. 6th grade students have done various activities involving women in 

United Statesô History including listening to a radio address made by Eleanor Roosevelt after the bombing of Pearl 

Harbor, as well as her role in the Great Depression. Students also have talked about the impact of ñRosie the Rivet-

erò and the campaigns influence over women during World War II. 7th grade students have discussed a very influ-

ential Virginian woman, Katie Couric, and her contributions to the world through media. They have also watched 

brain pop videos highlighting women of achievement throughout history.  8th grade teachers have had students look 

back on what has been taught in World History classes to make lists of important women of the world, and then 

have talked about their accomplishments. These include Hatshepsut, Cleopatra, Mary mother of Jesus, Joan of Arc, 

and Queen Isabella, just to name a few. Students have also watched brain pop videos on these influential women. 

 

Getting Ready for the Census 
 

With the 2010 Census campaign in full swing, Forest Middle School has been educating their students on 

the history behind the census, and the process in which the Census determines various aspects of our country. 

Teachers, primarily working through social studies classes, have been showing students what the Census forms 

look like, using maps and data that have been formed from past Census data, and even explaining the process of 

what Census volunteers do to help people be counted. Students have also been able to connect the Census to other 

curriculum by discussing what demographics are, how population changes affect the United States during periods 

like the ñBaby Boomò, and even how state and federal districts are affected by the numbers collected by the Cen-

sus when dealing with the growth of our government. 

 

History Day 
 

Several 6th grade history students in Mrs. Sprinkleôs classes and Ms. Ward's L.A. students participated in 

the History Day competition this year. Students research and choose to work on projects from a particular category 

that go along with the topic of the year, which was ñInnovation in History, Impact and Changeò.  The regional 

competition was held Saturday, March 20 at CVCC in Lynchburg.  They had four students win and advance to the 

state competition held annually in Williamsburg which will be held in April.  We are very excited that they will be 

participating in the state competition! 

 

 

Social Studies in the 3rd nine weeks 
 

 In the 6th grade students are finishing up their units on World War II and moving into the cold war. In 

Mrs. Sprinkleôs class, students have been participating in different projects including contributing to a history class 

blog (which can be assessed at www.msprinkle.edublogs.org ) and creating World War II fireside chats pod casts 

which will also be added to the class blog. Mrs. Robersonôs class will be simulating the Berlin Wall by dividing the 

class in half for a day, and all classes have been using a variety of foldables, acrostic poems, and diary entries 

along with crossword puzzles and interactive notebooks to challenge students during their studies. 

The 7th grade is busy studying state and local governments. Since students started the year focusing on the 

federal government it is great to see students realize that there are legislative, judicial and executive branches at all 

levels of government (local, state and national). They are also learning that the national government is modeled 

after the Virginia government, which is giving them a sense of pride and sparking their interest to learn about state 

government. All classes have been doing projects relating to the different branches of government, as well as stay-

ing current with what is happening right now within the government.  

The 8th grade is wrapping up the Middle Ages and is into the Renaissance time periods, as well as starting 

on their last two units of the year over trade and the civilizations in North and South America. One of the reasons 

we try to finish our curriculum with plenty of time to spare is so the students have ample time to review and pre-

pare for their SOL test and exams. Since World History is a high school credit course, students are able to gain a 

verified high school credit if they pass both the World History SOL test, as well as the class.
